1).   A CURRENT COLLEGE TRANSCRIPT SHOWING A “B” AVERAGE OR BETTER 
 

2).   A FINANCIAL NEED STATEMENT 
(Financial aid verification form from the college) 

 
3).   A LETTER DESCRIBING INVOLVEMENT IN ARCHAEOLOGICAL PROJECTS; A BRIEF 

DESCRIPTION OF FINANCIAL NEED; AND APPLICANT’S FUTURE PLANS (stated in the 
applicant’s own words & writing) 

 
4).   A RECOMMENDATION FROM A PROFESSIONAL ARCHAEOLOGIST
